General Notes

All spectators and competitors not taking part in the specific race being run must remain in the spectators’ area.  There should be no crossing of the track at any time or running around with competitors.  **PLEASE REMAIN IN THE SPECTATORS’ AREA AS WE MUST NOT DAMAGE THE SPORTS FIELD.  All runners must stay in the ‘finishing area’ until information has been recorded – please spell out your name carefully to the scorers.  Runners should try to wear their school colours, and may also be given a ‘school name sticker’ to wear.  Whatever the weather, all races will take place – including snow!
League Competition Scoring

Individual and Team points accumulated over the 3 events.  More details on our website.  The competition is a team event - the more runners entering, the better the team score will be.  ( Finishing 1st or 100th, your child's participation is extremely valuable to the team. )  After this final race, the top 3 teams in each category will receive team trophies.  Individual trophies will also be presented regardless of team positions. A small number of ‘special awards’ will also be presented this year for a variety of reasons – e.g. large improvement over 3 races, Top 3 in 2 races although missed one race.  Individual names and positions will be published on the Sports Association website and in the Scarborough Evening News.

You are welcome to watch the other races as I’m sure other runners from your school would welcome the support.
