Key Stage 2 Participation Award
Increasing physical activity levels of 7 - 11 year olds 

This Award has been produced by Stephen Staveley for exclusive use within the Scarborough & Filey School Sports Partnership.  Eight schools have just completed the second trial of this project – Gladstone Road Juniors, Seamer & Irton, Newby & Scalby, Lindhead, Snainton, St. Martin’s, Friarage and St. Peter’s.  After evaluations and modifications, the project will be introduced to other PLTs in the new year.
The overall aim of this project is to encourage children to participate in more physical activity and lead a healthy lifestyle. (Possibly with some knock-on positive effect on parents also!)  Research has also shown that increased levels of physical activity have improved academic attainment in school.  Participation in organised clubs (in and out of school) also increases social skills/team work, develops emotional skills, builds friendships, and gives children future ‘off the street’ opportunities.  This project also compliments the National Healthy Schools Programme (NHSP).

The Award project involves children keeping a record of all physical sporting activity over a 3 week period.  Information is recorded in a Personal Log Book and on the computer at school.  Each week, a grade (Gold, Silver or Bronze) is awarded, with a final grade given at the end of the 3 week period.  The grade depends on participation time in 3 different categories – School PE Lessons, Organised Clubs and events, and Informal Activity with parents and friends.  Localised ‘rewards’ will be offered to children with ‘validated’ high participation levels.  ‘Sew-on’ badges will also be made available to purchase by pupils for GOLD, SILVER and BRONZE achievements.
